Back in 1977, four veteran Ohio

Valley basketball coaches decided that
the concept of a high school All-Star
game, similar to the highly successful
football contest, would be a very practi
cal idea. And so, Earl Haberfield of
Wintersville, Dick Potts of River, Henry
“Herk” Lazasz of Tiltonsville, and Bobby
Dawson of Wellsburg sat down and drew
up the format of what would become the
OVAC Basketball Classic.

Earl Haberfield was chosen as the
game’s first director. The committee
enlisted the support of Ogden Newspa
pers to help underwrite the game, and
booked the Wheeling Civic Center for
the location, hoping to pack the house.

However, the only problem was
that the game had to be played in June.
Due to the rules of the West Virginia
Secondary Schools Activities Commis
sion, Mountain State athletes could not
participate without losing their eligibility
for spring sports. As the game was a
novelty, the Classic did at one time see
1700 fans witness the Valley’s finest, but
the heat and the timing soon began to
dwindle the interest of area spectators.

Over the years, due to expenses
and availability of arenas, the game was
played at St. John Arena, Wheeling Park
High School, Bellaire High School,
Wheeling College, and East Liverpool
High School.

Although the game always show
cased some outstanding hardcourt per
formers, other problems surfaced. The
format underwent several changes, and
as the interest in girls’ sports became
greater, the need to have two games for
the boys and two games for the girls
became apparent. However, West Vir
ginia schools, being smaller in number,
often had difficulty finding enough quality
players, while Ohio schools had more
players than they needed.

Another change in the program
came in 1982 when Earl Habertield left
the area to coach in northern Ohio. Be-

cBaslççtbaff C(assic
fore leaving, however, the committee
made a wise move in turning over the
directorship to Gene Ammirante of
Bellaire. Under his leadership, the game
became more organized and competi
tive.

Ammirante ran the game until 1987
when, due to an increasing workload, he
resigned the contest to Clyde DiAngelo
of Steubenville Catholic Central who
guided the Classic for two years. The
game was then directed by John Bobalik
of Wellsville. Aftera one yeartenure, the
game faced serious problems, as no one
wanted to assume the directorship. Also
facing financial problems, the game more
than ever needed strong leadership. With
that in mind, only one man was obvious
- Ammirante. Under his direction for the
second time, the game made tremen
dous changes. First, the game was
placed back on strong financial footing.

The second change came in the
form of strong involvement of the OVAC
Executive Secretary, Sam Mumley, who
took it upon himself, with the assistance
of Vince Paoleui of Moundsville, to peti
tion the WVSSAC to change the ruling,
allowing the game to be played soon
after the completion of the regular bas
ketball season. After many trips to
Charleston and hours of phone conver
sations and lobbying, the game was
approved. Starting with the 1992 con
test, the game would be moved to April.

Because of his dedication to the
Conference and his unselfish support of
the Classic, the committee decided to
change the name of the Classic to the
Samuel A. Mumley Basketball Classic.

So this brings us to tonight. Since
the format was changed to one boys’
game and one girls’ game, and the
cheering competition was included as
part of the program, the committee hopes
that tonight’s classic establishes a strong
foundation for years to come.

A graduate ofFranciscanUniversity
of Steubenville, Watt returned to his high
school alma mater to assist the legendary
Ang Vaccaro in basketball, and during his
long tenure at Steubenville High, also
served as head baseball coach and was an
assistant in football under three different
coaches.

After serving as Vaccaro’s top lieu
tenant with theAmericanLegionArgonne
Past 33 baseball team for many years,
Watt took over as coach in 1983 and has
held the job ever sincó. Watt’s teams won
Ohio American Legion tiles in 1984 and
1989.

The Samuel A. Mumley Basketball Classic

2. Each team willconsistof 15 players
as voted upon by the varsity head coaches or
thefrrepresentatives. [NOTE: Thenextfive
highest vote getters in the second round of
voting will comprise a pool of alternates.

I Time willbe
given prior to the voting for any coach to
speak on behalfofhis players and for coaches
to discuss the type ofplayer needed to round
out their squad.

6. When coaches submit their nomi
nations, they will be asked to vote for one
coach from their state who they feel deserves
the honor of coaching in the game. These
coaches will be placed on the ballot. The
highest vote getter will become the head
coach, with the 2nd and 3rdplace vote getters
becoming assistants.

GAME DETAILS

Each game will consist of four 12-
minute quarters.
