


Dear Big Reds, 
First, let me thank you for purchasing this program. Now let me tell you why it is so important that 

this program be successful. All of the money raised from this program will go directly toward the athletic 
department expenses, primarily transportation. Transportation costs have gone through the roof in the 
last few years. Last year, the cost of transporting all athletic teams was right around $16,000. While that 
may seem high, we have cut that cost in half over the last six years. We continue to look for ways to cut 
costs. Last school year, the baseball and softball teams shared a bus to away games. This coming winter 
our boy's and girl's basketball teams will share a bus to far-away games. While the athletic department 
has tried our best to watch our expenses, we have been hit with another blow this summer. I was informed 
that the board of education would not help cover any transportation costs this school year. In the past, 
the board of education paid the first $10,000 of athletic transportation costs. This action is a direct result 
of the financial situation that the school district finds itself in and the state oversight committee is looking 
for more ways for the district to cut expenses. We have lost at least one coaching position in almost every 
sport. More and more are coaches are being asked to volunteer their time. 

Bellaire has a great tradition of pride in our school and athletic programs. This past spring, our 
baseball team won the OVAC®. Our football team has shown great progress, as have our other athletic 
teams. Bellaire has always had great people. This past summer, former Bellaire great Jim Nemec came 
back to Bellaire to help his Big Reds. He donated over 50 Guardian Caps to the football team. When I 
talked to him, he talked of how much Bellaire meant to him and stated that he wanted to help where he 
could. He had read about the school's financial problems in the newspaper. 

You will notice this year that the football team has new white jerseys, thanks to Bellaire Football 
Moms. The Touchdown Club will be purchasing a new pole vault pit and all new hurdles for the track. We 
as an athletic group are so fortunate to have all of the support groups that we have. We are very grateful! 

We also want to thank everyone who advertised in the program and all of the businesses who 
continually support Bellaire athletics. 

However, while things seem dire now, we feel that without your support of the upcoming levy in 
November things could become tighter for the school district. 

Our concern is the athletic department and our teams. Not only are transportation costs an issue but 
it is very expensive to put any team on the field, court or track. There is the purchase of equipment, entry 
fees, coaching education, medical supplies, and the expenses of game day ( officials, game day workers, 
security). To host a home varsity football game, we are looking at $1500 in expenses. 

We know times are tough, but we cannot tighten our belt anymore as an athletic department. We need 
your help. Please consider voting for the levy in November.
