With nothing for 
him to contribute, Matz help­
ed add the class. In the 
lobby of the gym is a 4' x 
8' board showing all the 

l school's basketball records. 
"the Stats." The Indian­
head on the West wall? 
"the Stats." Look at the 
gym floor, painted not once 
but twice. "the Stats." The 
schedule board? "the Stats." 
Anything you see in the 
gym that adds a touch of 
class was probably thought 
of or designed by "the • 
Stats." 

But this year, the ulti­
mate was accomplished. The 
system that was developed 
over a period of seven 
years and was featured a few 
years ago in SCHOLASTIC 
COACH magazine was finally 
organized into a scorebook/ 
stat system and copyrighted 
with the Library of Congress. 
This system was finally mar• 
keted this fall and presently 
is being used by over forty 
schools throughout the 
United States.
