At ter he was discharged he went to co I lege at Ohio 
Northern before transferring to Kent State where he 
graduated in 1949. 

His first coaching job was at Bellaire where he 
was head track coach tor seven years. He started the 
t irst Cross Country team at the school. He left Bellaire 
in 1957 and went to Martins Ferry serving as an 
assistant track coach tor nine years.
