(UPI) — Hack Wilson, whose 1930
hilling statistics rank among Lhe greatest in mijor
league history, and Warren Giles, an 13-year presi-
dent of the National League who was tevmed “the
greatest friend” umpires ever had, are the likely
candidates for induction into bascball's Hall of "ame
Wednesday by Lthe Velerans Commitiee of the Base-
ball Wrilers Association of America.

Also considered as prime candidates in the long hst
surveved by the committee — which will name one
player and one execulive — are Chuck Klein, four-
time Nationa! Leapue home run king in the 1030s;
Bahe Herman, one of the Brooklyn Dodgers’ “Datli-
ness Boys' during the same era, and Bellaire, Ohwo
pative William *Brickyard' Kennedy, a four-tune 20-
game winner belween 1892 and 1903, Herman s the
ouly one ol the five still alive.

The Velerans Committee has extended the “exccu-
tive' category to cover managers, front-office admin-
istrators and umpires.

The committee could name a player froem the old
Negro Leagues, but a' member of the committee
identified the players named (plus Giles) as ihe four
“front-runners.””

Willie Mays, for 22 seasons a siar for the New York
and San Francisco Giants and the New York Mels,
was clected to the shrine last January and will he
formally inducted along with the Veterans Commit-

Wilson, a stubby man whose batling skills were
undermined by a chronie drinking preblem, enjoyed
on¢ of the most speclacular seasons in history in 10
when he batled (356, set the NL record of 56 homer:s in
one scason and the major-lecague mark of 190 R,
The home run and RBI marks sull stand. Wilson is
buried in Martinsburg, W. Va., where he started his
pro bascball career and resided much of his adult lile.
